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Since October 2000, Second Chance Fund
for Animal Welfare has spayed/neutered
more than 10,000 animals, including many
homeless cats — either feral or abandoned
pets.

According fo MSPCA survey results published
in 2006, 6% of all pet cats are not spayed or
neutered. This appears to be a relatively small
number, only about 6,000 cats in Worcester
County, MA. But once lost or abandoned,
these 6% in the home become 66% of all
homeless street cats or 50,000-150,000 cats!
They breed like crazy for several years be-
fore the stress and peril of homelessness
sadly overcomes them.

Therefore we focus on spaying and neutering
as many pet cats as possible to curtail home-
lessness before it starts. We believe
addressing the root cause is the most
effective way to end the suffering.
